Scripture doesn't change 

to accommodate cultural 

norms.

No polity 

changes scriptural view 

on marriage; even our 

confessions underline 

that scriptural point. So 

as one part of our Book of 

Order may change we 

shouldn't forget the value 

of being a confessional 

church and realizing that 

there are other parts 

which also serve as a 

guide and clarification 

for guidance.

They must have 

the approval of God’s peo-

ple and the concurring 

judgment of a governing 

body of the church.‖ Also, 

new G-6.0106 b says offic-

ers must be found to be 

―joyfully submitting to the 

Lordship of Christ.‖ So, 

according to our Book of 

Order, sessions and pres-

byteries examining offic-

ers need to make decisions 

about the following Con-

stitutional issues which 

pertain to lifestyle:

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 Remember the question 

is no longer whether ses-

sions and presbyteries 

must reject persons fail-

ing to live in ―fidelity in 

marriage between a man 

and a woman or chastity 

in singleness‖ but wheth-

er they may continue to 

do so (on a case -by-case 

basis) . If you look, you 

will find answers in Parts 

I and II of our Constitu-

tion. If you are interested 

in what this says, I will 

point it out to you below:   

     Our Book of Order, 

which is our Form of Gov-

ernment, says at G-6.0106a 

that those who are called 

to be officers must be 

―persons of strong faith, 

dedicated discipleship, 

and love of Jesus Christ 

as Savior. Their manner 

of life should be a demon-

stration of the Christian 
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    The resources we use for      

answering these questions are 

Scripture and our confessions. 

  There are many scriptural re-

sources for affirming that God’s will 

for the human exercise of God’s gift 

of sexuality is either fidelity in mar-

riage between a man and a woman 

or chastity in singleness from 

Genesis through Revelation.    

Portions of Part I of our Con-

stitution (Book of Confessions)  

relating to fidelity in marriage  

between a man and a woman or  

chastity in singleness are found in:  

 

     Q. 108. What does the seventh 

commandment teach us?  

     A. That all unchastity is con-

demned by God, and that we 

should therefore detest it from the 

heart, and live chaste and disci-

plined lives, whether in holy wed-

lock or in single life. B.C. 4.108.  

     Here the Scots Confession tells 

us that the Seventh Command-

ment teaches us to live chaste lives 

and that the only options for a per-

son to be chaste are holy wedlock 

or a single life.  

    For marriage (which is the med-

icine of incontinency, and contin-

gency itself) was instituted by the 

Lord God himself, who blessed 

it most bountifully, and willed man 

and woman to cleave one to the 

other inseparably, and to live to-

gether in complete love and con-

cord (Matt.19:4 ff). Whereupon we 

know that the apostle said: ―Let

marriage be held in honor among 

all, and let the marriage bed be 

undefiled‖ (Heb. 13:4). B.C. 5.246 

       Here the Second Helvetic Con-

fession makes clear that marriage 

reflects God’s desire that a man 

and a woman cleave together.   

 

Of Marriage and Divorce    

Christian marriage is an insti-

tution ordained of God, blessed by 

our Lord Jesus Christ, established 

and sanctified for the happiness 

and welfare of mankind, into which 

spiritual and physical union one 

man and one woman enter, cher-

ishing a mutual es-

teem and love, bear-

ing with each other’s 

infirmities and weak-

nesses, comforting 

each other in trouble, 

providing in honesty 

and industry for each 

other and for their 

household, praying 

for each other, and living together 

the length of their days as heirs of 

the grace of life.‖ B.C. 6.131   

     Here the United Presbyterian 

Church USA amended the West-

minister Confession, and this 

amendment is now part of our Con-

stitution. This amendment makes 

clear that marriage is between one 

man and one woman. 

  Thus defining marriage as a un-

ion between one man and one wom-

an, designed of God to last so long 

as they both shall live. Marriage is 
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designed for the mutual help of 

husband and wife; for the safe-

guarding, undergirding, and devel-

opment of their moral and spiritu-

al character; for the propagation of 

children and the rearing of them in 

the discipline. B.C.6. 133, 6.134.   

      Here the PCUSA amended the 

Westminister Confession and this 

amendment is now part of our 

Constitution. This amendment 

makes clear that marriage is be-

tween one man and one woman 

and that one purpose of marriage 

is the propagation of children. 

(Over twenty scriptures are cited 

in the footnotes.)    

    The relationship between man 

and woman exemplifies in a basic 

way God’s ordering of the interper-

sonal life for which he created 

mankind. Anarchy in sexual rela-

tionships is a symptom of man’s 

alienation from God, his neighbor, 

and himself. The church, as the 

household of God, is called to lead 

men out of this alienation into the 

responsible freedom of the new life 

in Christ. The church comes under 

the judgment of God and invites 

rejection by man when it fails to 

lead men and women into the full 

meaning of life together, or with-

holds the compassion of Christ 

from those caught in the moral 

confusion of our time.‖ B.C. 9.47   

     Here the Confession of 1967 

makes it clear: The relationship 

between a man and a woman ex-

emplifies God’s ordering of inter-
(Continued on page 3) 
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personal life. Humanity’s 

―perennial confusion about the 

meaning of sex has been aggravat-

ed in our day.‖ In the responsible 

freedom of the new life in Christ,  

―a man and a woman are enabled to 

marry.‖ The church comes under 

the judgment of God and invites 

rejection by man when it fails to 

lead men and women into the full 

meaning of life together, or with-

holds the compassion of Christ 

from those caught in the moral con-

fusion of our time.‖ 

  Clearly, this confessional state-

ment, (especially when read togeth-

er and not separately) in its inter-

pretation of Holy Scripture, con-

tains more than ample reason for 

any governing body, in good con-

science, to conclude that fidelity in 

marriage between a man and a 

woman or chastity in singleness is 

God’s command and therefore nec-

essary for church officers in order 

that they exhibit ―dedicated disci-

pleship‖ (G-6.0106a), in order that 

they display a ―manner of life‖ 

which is a ―demonstration of the 

Christian gospel in the church and 

the world‖ (G-6.0106a) and in order 

that that they show they are

―submitting to the Lordship of 

Christ‖ (G-6.0106b)    

      

 
    So the overwhelming weight of 

our confessions affirms that sex 

outside of marriage between a man 

and a woman is sinful and there-

fore supports governing bodies 

denying ordination to those in-

volved in same gender sex on the 

basis of G-6.0106a and (new) 

G.6.0106b. Moreover, the confes-

sions contain no statement that 

this activity is acceptable to God. 

For that to be changed, advocates 

of GLBT (the gay part of our de-

nomination) ordination ―as a de-

nomination-wide right‖ would, at 

the very least, need to amend Part 

I of our Constitution, the Book of 

Confessions, to add a provision 

saying that same gender sex is not 

a sin, and arguably they would 

need also to strike or amend—via 

2/3 rd’s vote of the presbyteries, 

most of the confessional statements 

listed above.   

    So…as you can see….our de-

nominational standards for ordina-

tion find their weight beyond one 

statement that has been 

changed…. our concern, as a local 

church, and as a Presbytery should 

be made as clear as what has been 

voted out….we, as a church and as 

a Presbytery are very much al-

lowed to keep our standards specif-

ic and well defined…. 

  So regarding our church and 

where we stand….nothing has 

changed for me regarding this 

vote….I do think the gay move-

ment is alive and well…but I also 

know that scripture is alive and 

active and sharper than a two 

edged sword….and I do believe 

Scripture will not change and that 

we should be diligent "in season 

and out" with our Christian re-

sponse to God’s forgiveness 

through grace and our response to 

His word and not our culture is 

what we will continue to proclaim…. 

   Wow….probably more than you 

wanted…. and one thing I know for 

sure is that God’s timing is perfect 

...so making our church structural-

ly strong at this point in history is 

absolutely necessary. We are in a 

spiritual battle and need to be for-

tified for success…..this is the right 

time….your contribution is much 

needed …both financially as well 

as spiritually….when the battle is 

intense (as it soon will be) Christ’s 

Church must speak for the well-

being of society even when society 

isn’t willing to listen…that’s what 

we (FPC) are called to proclaim…. 

I hope we are spiritually strong 

enough to endure….I think we 

are…. ♦

A Word from Tom . . .  
Rev.  Tom Wylie,  Associate Pastor  

 
T  here’s a time for everything—even prayer. Jimmy’s suggestion seemed ridiculous to me at the 

time. But perhaps it wasn’t that out of place. Jimmy’s family didn’t have a lot, but all nine of 

them were in church every Sunday. I once heard someone say that Jimmy’s Mom prayed the 

sweetest prayers they ever heard. I never heard Jimmy say a bad word about anybody. Maybe Jimmy knew 

a little more about the power of prayer than I did. My Grandmother used to quote Tennyson, ―More things 

are wrought by prayer than this world dreams of.‖ The Apostle Paul recommends that we ―pray without 

ceasing.‖ In other words, include conversation with God in everything we do, so that our words and actions 

will reflect an awareness of His presence and care. After our adventure, I thought it was my quick action 

that got us out of the snake situation. But looking back, perhaps it was something more. 

June is finally here, which, of course means the end of school for another year. The inmates have been 

released, and soon we’ll be into those endless summer days, with a few holidays thrown in. Memorial Day 

kicks off the season, then Independence Day, with Flag Day about halfway in between. But when you’re a 

kid out of school, they’re all holidays, until the boredom sets in. That usually happens after the first two or 

three days. That’s why there’s Summer Camp.  

       Whether it’s a church camp like Camp Sawtooth, Scout camp or some specialized camp, summer camp 

can be a sure-fire cure for the old summer boredom. Programmed activities ensure that the campers’ days 

will be filled with fun, rewarding experiences. My first Boy Scout summer camp was a wilderness camp on 

Lake Greeson, out from Murfreesboro, Arkansas. The term ―wilderness‖ just meant that we held our own 

camp, rather than attending a staffed establishment. We saved a lot of money that way, but it took a lot 

more planning. Still, we had a great time. We didn’t have to bathe, except for swimming in the lake, all week.   

But summer camp can hold dangers for the uninitiated. At ―Camp Greeson,‖ I got so sunburned, I peeled 

twice. This was before the days of 50+ SPF sunscreen. The first night, I was anxious to try out my new two-

man inflatable raft. I spied this treasure at the dime store, and had worked hard to save seven dollars to buy 

it. It only came with one paddle, though. Fellow Scout Jimmy Deyo and I launched the new watercraft to 

take it around the bend where some other Scouts were fishing. It was after dark, and we discovered that 

with only one paddle, the raft wagged back and forth like a dog’s tail. We quickly remedied this by ―sculling,‖ 

a technique I had read about, using the oar like a rudder, and paddling back and forth behind the boat. Jim-

my sculled, being in the back, but progress was slow. I assisted him by leaning over the bow and paddling 

with my hands. I noticed what I thought were a lot of branches in the water around us. Making headway, we 

rounded the bend and could see the other guys’ flashlights. We called to them. ―Don’t move!‖ they called 

back. ―There are snakes all out in the water!‖ They shined their flashlights toward us. Sure enough, we were 

surrounded by snakes. I pulled my hands back in the raft. Jimmy quit sculling and laid the paddle across the 

raft. ―What are you doing?‖ I asked him. ―Paddle and get us out of here!‖ Looking to Heaven, he said in a 

calm voice, ―Tom, I think we’d better pray.‖ ―You can pray if you want, but give me that paddle!‖ I said, 

snatching the paddle. In a few minutes we were on the shore. We didn’t take the raft out at night again that week. ♦

O  ver the first four 

months in 2011, the 

church received 

$153,629 in total operating reve-

nue with an additional $19,221 

in prepaid pledges still remain-

ing in our dedicated account.  

Through April we have paid out 

$166,269 in expenses, for an op-

erating loss of -$12,640. Mid-

year statements were sent out 

in May for congregational infor-

mation. As we enter the slower 

summer months, please remem-

ber to continue with your 

monthly pledge offerings and 

help maintain a positive cash 

flow each month. 

In May, an internal team of 

independent reviewers complet-

ed the annual financial review 

of our accounting process for FY 

2010. The team included 

Michelle Dunn, Jo Dee Johnson 

and Mary Guenzler. Based on 

their review, no deficiencies 

were identified. The Finance 

Committee would like to thank 

the team for their efforts. 

The Finance Committee is 

continuing to work several ac-

tion items that were identified 

by the church Risk Management 

Team. These items are being 

implemented to improve the 

quality of our financial/account-

ting operation and hopefully 

help reduce our annual insur-

ance premiums. Due to the im-

plementation of our Risk Man-

agement Team and the comple-

tion of our Risk Management 

Evaluation, we expect 

that our insurance pre-

mium will be reduced by 

about $783 this year. ♦

A  t its May 24 meeting, 

Session took two im-

portant actions re-

garding the Next Step project.  

First, they considered a motion 

for a ―Hospitality Mission for 

the Harrison K. Linger Home‖ 

(262 N. Ridge) presented by the 

FPC Linger Home Task Force 

led by Sue Norr, Task Force 

Chair and Mission Committee 

Chair. This well researched and 

well prepared proposal sought to 

preserve 262 N. Ridge and make 

some needed repairs and im-

provements ―to offer shelter and 

hospitality to those in Idaho 

Falls in need of spiritual care 

and to visitors who are helping 

to meet the ministerial, educa-

tional and cultural needs of our 

church and community.‖ After a 

lengthy and considerate discus-

sion, this motion failed to pass.  

Just to recap, this proposal was 

in response to the motion that 

was passed in the May 1st Con-

gregational Meeting which stat-

ed: ―Congregational approval to 

remove the structure at 262 N. 

Ridge Avenue unless Session 

approves an alternative plan for 

the building at the May 2011 

Session meeting.‖ Session later 

commended the Task Force for 

their efforts. 

The second action taken at 

the May 24, 2011 Session meet-

ing was to consider a motion 

which read: "The Next Step 

Committee requests Session ap-

proval to go forward with the 

overall scope and concept of the 

Next Step project as it has been 

described to the Congregation in 

meetings, posters, and printed 

materials, and to authorize an 

officer of the church to sign a 

construction contract." This mo-

tion was passed by the Session 

after a 

discussion 

to clarify 

some points. With this approval, 

we will make final decisions on 

details such as style and color of 

lights, types of plants to include 

in landscaping, etc., and hope to 

begin construction activities in 

early July. 

Commitments to the Next 

Step capital campaign during 

the first three weeks of the cam-

paign total over $202,000 from 

about one half the number of 

families that normally make 

annual pledges. While this is a 

very good response in a short 

period of time, it is short of our 

goal. If you have not yet re-

turned your bright yellow Next 

Step commitment card, we en-

courage you to do so at your ear-

liest convenience. If you have 

lost or misplaced your card, an-

other one can be picked up in 

the church office. 

As with previous construc-

tion projects, we will experience 

some inconvenience, dust and 

noise over the summer, but we 

can look forward to having safer 

and more inviting entrances to 

our house of worship later this 

Fall. The Next Step Committee 

hopes that we can move forward 

in support of this project as a 

unified congregation as we seek 

to glorify God in all that we do.

The Power of Pentecost —Remembered June 12  

     Pentecost started as a Jewish festival commemorating God’s giving the Law to the Israelites 

50 days after they escaped from slavery in Egypt.  

     Just days after the risen Jesus ascended to heaven, his (Jewish) disciples gathered in Jerusalem 

to celebrate Pentecost. But God transformed the occasion by giving them the Holy Spirit, as he’d 

promised. The disciples saw something like flames among and on them, heard a rushing wind and 

began speaking in many languages. The pilgrims in Jerusalem heard about Jesus in their native 

tongues (see Acts 2:1-12).  

     In Christian churches, Pentecost was once as important as Christmas and Easter. Today, congregations still 

observe it in special ways, using the color red to symbolize the Holy Spirit’s power. Worship services some-

times include hymns, prayers and Scriptures in various tongues. To simulate the original Pentecost experience, 

congregations may say the Lord’s Prayer in several languages at once.
