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urrently 

there will 

be over 

2,000 people attending a 

meeting on August 25 

and 26 in Minneapolis to 

listen, discuss, and eval-

uate where our denomi-

nation is and where it 

might be headed be-

cause of the various 

amendments that have 

been passed by the 173 

Presbyteries this past 

year. This is a big crowd 

that was birthed from a 

small gathering just six 

months ago. To say the 

least, a lot of emotions 

body that would be in 

relationship with the PC

(USA), but at least par-

tially outside of it.  

So, this event is ex-

pected to be two intense 

days of prayer and dis-

cussion. 

This will not be an 

easy-to-follow conference 

ð there will be many 

voices speaking, saying 

different things. Some 

will come to this meeting 

and forming their strate-

gy quietly. Some will be 

building connections 

through the social media 

ð the Fellowship is active 

on both Facebook and 

Twitter, for example. 

Some will be fired up and 

ready to take action now.  

Those coming to the 

meeting, even if they are 

unified by their opposi-

tion to 10 -A, wonõt all 

have the same sense of 

where to go next. For 

example, Mark Toone, 

one of the group of seven 

that released the white 

paper last February, is 

pastor of Chapel Hill 

Presbyterian Church in

will converge over these 

two days. Some going 

are curious, some are 

angry, some are just 

observing. Some are 

trying to figure out 

what their relationship 

to our denomination 

should be now that the 

majority of Presbyteries 

have seemed to decide 

that itõs permissible to 

ordain sexually active 

gays and lesbians.  

Let me back up to 

tell you that this all 

started when a few min-

isters released what 

has been called òthe 

white paperó last 

winter suggesting 

concern about the 

passage of certain 

amendments to our 

constitution. After 

the White Paper was 

released, other docu-

ments and videos 

have been put togeth-

er to describe the PC

(USA) as òdeathly ill,ó 

and have set forth 

ideas for limiting the 

contagion. One example 

would be to create some 

kind of new Reformed 

òThe future has always been in 
Godõs hands é..our task will be 
to discern His direction.ò 
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Gig Harbor, Washington, is look-

ing for a way to leave the PC

(USA) ð a move some others are 

not yet ready to make.  

 Some will raise the prospect 

that the Minneapolis meeting 

might take on a Tea Party -like 

dynamic, in which the planners 

have a vision or proposals to 

float, like:  

òWe do have people who are 

coming expecting to be handed a 

solution they can vote up or vote 

down,ó according to Paul Detter-

man, executive director of   Pres-

byterians for Renewal, who is 

also working on a shared basis 

for the Fellowship. òAs somebody 

said, weõre the Republicans and 

weõre dealing with the Tea Party. 

We do have those people ð and 

they are going to be disappointed. 

Thatõs a fact of life.ó 

 One option to be discussed 

will be creating non -geographic 

presbyteries or synods, places 

where evangelicals could affiliate 

and support one another and 

agree not to ordain non -celibate 

gays and lesbians.  

Other options could come 

from a recent meeting of denomi-

national leaders, including those 

from the national staff and from 

mid -councils (the new name for 

presbyteries and synods), 

through a handout summarizing 

more than a half -dozen possibili-

ties. Some would require amend-

ing the PC(USA) constitution.

Some of those options are:  

Ƌ The idea of a presbytery 

within a presbytery, with two 

committees on ministry ð one for 

those who agree with the 10 -A 

changes, one for those who donõt. 

Ƌ An òanti-Kenyonó amend-

ment to the Book of Order, to 

stop any attempt to prevent the 

ordination or installation of a 

candidate who would not agree to 

consider ordaining sexually ac-

tive gays and lesbians. The name 

comes from a church court case 

involving Walter Wynn Kenyon, 

who was denied ordination as a 

PC(USA) minister in 1974 be-

cause he said he could not partic-

ipate in ordaining women, al-

though he would work with wom-

en who had been ordained. Ken-

yon contended the Bible forbids 

the ordination of women.  

Ƌ Some sort of òunionó bodies 

ð similar to the union presbyter-

ies that existed before the north-

ern and southern branches of the 

Presbyterian church reunited to 

form the PC(USA).  

Exactly how all this might 

Meeting of the Minds  
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work out is very unclear at the 

present. Some changes would 

require constitutional changes ð 

approval from a General Assem-

bly and a majority of the 173 

presbyteries. Some ideas have 

been sketched out in broad brush 

strokes, with many details still to 

be filled in.  

Part of the purpose for this 

gathering is to discuss how to 

òcreate possibilities with real 

clear boundaries,ó to find ways of 

òcreating as much room for 

healthy expression as possible, 

rather than trying to regulate 

every potential dysfunction or 

misuse,ó said Tod Bolsinger, one 

of the groupõs moderators. 

The passage of 10-A and of 

the denominationõs new Form of 

Government òchanged the per-

ception of what it means to be 

the church, particularly the cen-

trality of the presbytery,ó Bol-

singer said.  

 This Minneapolis event and 

the discussions that come out of 

it regarding the future of presby-

teries intersect with or diverge 

from the fellowshipõs ideas will 

have a significant impact on how 

our denomination will look and 

work in the not -so-distant future, 

so please keep us in your prayers . 

We are in the midst of re-

forming. The future has always 

been in Godõs hands é..our task 

will be to discern His direction.

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Try to remember the kind of 

September 

When life was slow and oh, so 

mellow.  

A  re you  familiar 

with the lyrics 

from this song? 

If you are (as I am), youõre dating 

yourself. Those words, òtry to re-

member,ó are from the song of the 

same nameñthe opening song 

from the 1960 off -Broadway mu-

sical, The Fantasticks . And the 

lyrics recall a simpler, more inno-

cent time, òwhen life was slow, 

and oh, so mellow.ó  

September seems to have the 

ability to put people in that kind 

of mindset, where you òtry to re-

member.ó Perhaps itõs the begin-

ning of school once again. After a 

season of vacations, summer 

camps and Bible schools, the pro-

spect of returning to the òold rou-

tineó and being home every night 

can feel like life in the slow lane 

by comparison. Maybe itõs the 

changes you feel in the air as the 

days draw shorter and summer 

gives way to fall. Whatever it is, 

the writers of this song identified 

with something common to most 

folksñthat nostalgic, familiar 

feeling of September that 

makes you look back and òtry 

to remember.ó 

To children and 

young people, nostalgia 

is something for old 

folks, which to them is 

anyone over the age of 

twenty -five or thirty. 

Kids are always looking 

forward; to the next 

school year when they 

will be a grade older; to 

the next birthday party; 

to the next big thing. It 

almost seems as if they 

heard Jesusõ words 

when He said, òNo one, after put-

ting his hand to the plow and 

looking back, is fit for the king-

dom of God,ó and took them to 

heart. Remember that story from 

Lukeõs Gospel?  

Jesus was replying to two 

men who wanted to be His follow-

ers. One wanted first to go and 

bury his father. The other want-

ed to tell his family good -bye. 

Both wanted to look back. Jesusõ 

Gospel, however, is about the 

here and now, and on what is to 

come. His answer almost seems 

harsh. But Jesusõ reply was 

about the priorities and focus of 

His prospective followers, both 

then and today. God wants us to 

live in the present, as Jesus did; 

looking forward to the bright fu-

ture He has in store for us. Jesus 

came so that we might have life, 

and in His own words, òhave it 

abundantly.ó (John 10.10)  

Sometimes that can be a 

challenge. When bad things hap-

pen; when the economy keeps on 

looking bleak; when a relation-

ship falls apart; when 

someone you love suf-

fers or passes away, 

your heart aches for 

better times, for the 

way things used to be. 

It can make you want 

to sing, òtry to re-

memberéó or per-

haps, òall my trials, 

Lord, soon be over.ó 

But thatõs exactly 

what Jesus was ad-

dressing in Luke 9. 

Itõs during those timesñ

especially times of trial and hard-

shipñthat the Jesusõ Gospel of-

fers the most hope. And when we 

reflect on Godõs love, His grace 

and providence in the midst of 

challenges, God works through 

us and our situations to trans-

form us. He is with us, even in 

our darkest hour, leading us for-

ward when we feel we canõt go 

on. Jesusõ death and resurrection 

are proof of that. When Christ 

died and rose for us, he showed 

us what it looks like to be òfit for 

the kingdom of God.ó 

There will always be chal-

lenges in this life. We all go 

through seasons when we are 

tempted to òtry to remember,ó to 

look back with longing and nos-

talgia. But God calls us to look 

forward, with the hopeful eyes of 

a child, to the promises, the 

bright future He has for all His 

children. He said as much in Jer-

emiah 29.11; òFor  I  know the 

plans I have for youéplans for 

welfare and not calamityéto give 

you a future and a hope.ó ˓

Membersõ Assistance 

Fund 

The Members Assistance 

Fund was established at First 

Presbyterian Church in April, 

1994. A member of the congrega-

tion donated money to start it 

and it has successfully served 

members  of the congregation 

who find themselves in a tempo-

rary financial situation. Monies 

from pledges, rummage sales re-

ceipts and memorials have kept 

the fund financially sound.  

The purpose of the fund is to 

provide financial relief for emer-

gencies which arise to individual 

church members . No limit is 

placed on the amount, except  

that the payout cannot exceed the 

amount in the fund. Recipients of 

financial support from the Fund 

are not expected or required to  

repay any amount received.  A 

congregation member  in an 

emergency situation shall contact 

a Pastor or the church secretary 

or one of the Trustees to receive 

information for assistance. A di-

rect contact with one of these 

Trustees assures the confidential-

i ty required for  the Fund to be 

successful. The Trustees are the 

Chairs of the Mission Committee,  

Finance Committee and Modera-

tor of the Board of Deacons, or 

their designees. (2011 contacts 

are Susan Bower, Don Pound and 

Ada Ritchie). Two (2) of the Trus-

tees are required to consult with 

Idaho Falls  

Community Food Bank  

The summer months for the 

Food Bank are very low months 

for monetary and food donations.  

In July they helped 663 families 

with 748 boxes of food for a total 

of 2,366 people. They received in 

donations $2,962 and spent 

$26,683. for food.  

On November 1, 2004, the 

Food Bank began using the Pul-

len Building as their distribution 

center. At that time the Mission 

Committee made the decision to 

pay their utilities and make this 

a true Mission Outreach to the 

community.

All That God Requires of  You

God was concerned that we, 

His children, would forget what 

He wanted us to know. He is tell-

ing us to memorize his Word so 

that we can take it out and use it 

anytime, ALL the time. We can-

not truly expect to share our faith 

or even have fruitful conversation 

unless we have laid up His words 

in our hearts. God wants us to 

lay out our lives according to his 

commands. If we are to do that, 

we have to constantly have his 

commands in the forefront of our 

thoughts. He is the first to be 

consulted in our decision -making 

processes and his Word carries 

the heaviest weight in the end. It 

is hard to do that if our bibles are 

gathering dust on a shelf and our 

prayer life is spotty. Finally here, 

he is concerned that His children 

are taught about his Words, the 

wondrousness of his plans for us, 

and what he requires of us.   

This is where the rubber hits 

the road. Who are His children? 

We are, still. His children are not 

just our children. His children 

are all of us, and he would have 

all of us spending time in Chris-

tian nurture; listening to the 

Word, worshiping, and sharing 

the good news with each other 

and everyone else to the ends of 

the earth.
