Acts 5:29-42 (NIV)

29 Peter and the other apostles replied: “We must
obey God rather than human beings! 30 The God of
our ancestors raised Jesus from the dead—whom you
killed by hanging him on a cross. 31 God exalted him
to his own right hand as Prince and Savior that he
might bring Israel to repentance and forgive their
sins. 32 We are witnesses of these things, and so is the
Holy Spirit, whom God has given to those who obey
him.”

33 When they heard this, they were furious and
wanted to put them to death. 34 But a Pharisee named
Gamaliel, a teacher of the law, who was honored by
all the people, stood up in the Sanhedrin and ordered
that the men be put outside for a little while.

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The opening two stanzas narrate the first Palm Sunday in the past tense, but the third stanza shifts to the
present tense to emphasize what current singers do and believe. The repeated elements in this anonymous

German tune suggest the repetitive patterns in a crowd's chant.
